More than 14 million children and adolescents—1 in 5—have a diagnosable mental health condition, according to the U.S. Surgeon General, but only a fraction receives the care they need. Suicide is the third leading cause of death in the U.S. among those 10-24 years old, and a majority of those who attempt suicide have a mental illness, primarily bipolar disorder and depression.  But few people talk about the ravages of mental illness, let alone when it occurs in childhood.  
The Balanced Mind Foundation is the only national organization dedicated solely to mood disorders in youth. Founded in 1999 by a small group of parents in Illinois, the organization’s mission is to guide families raising children with mood disorders to the answers, support and stability they seek. Over 37,000 families rely on online services through support groups, chats, forums, webinars, educational information, a professional resource directory and a family help line for emergency situations and more. Young adults also learn how to manage their illness through Flipswitch: a podcast and blog that helps teens and 20-somethings understand depression and bipolar disorder. 
The first annual Bringing Hope Home Luncheon is an educational event that will provide perspective on the experience of families coping with the challenge of mood disorders.  Often children affected by this condition are bullied because they are perceived by their peers to be different.  Our event will address bullying and the emotional distress it can cause for all families – those whose children are in the mainstream as well as those whose children have special needs. Parents are encouraged to attend to hear insights from two speakers who are recognized for their knowledge and experience with bullying, childhood mental illness and research.   

Brooke R. Whitted: The Effects of Bullying and Being Bullied: What Works, What Doesn’t Work 
Brooke is a partner in the law firm of Whitted, Cleary + Takiff, LLC, an established educational law authority, and has served, by appointment of the State Superintendent of Education, on the Illinois Anti-Bullying Task Force. Brooke will highlight the conclusions and recommendations of the Task Force, including what works, what doesn't work, model anti- harassment plans around the nation and world, and approaches parents and caregivers might pursue if their children are being targeted inappropriately, of if they are engaging in bullying.  

Garen Staglin: A Father’s Passion

Garen Staglin is venture capitalist and owner of esteemed Staglin Family Vineyard in California. Garen will share his experience when his son was diagnosed with schizophrenia as a freshman at Dartmouth College.  As a result, The Staglin Family has raised over $135 million for mental health research.
